 �He does so through conscience.  

 �He revealed Himself in ancient times via dreams & visions. 

 �He reveals Himself through providence as shown in history. 

 �He reveals Himself in Scripture. 

 �Ultimately, His revelation is seen in Jesus Christ.

♦ He made the most personal connection possible. He came as 

one of us. �John 1:14 
 

�Personal connection. �Hebrews 10:5-7 
 

♦ The simple message of Christmas. Jesus says, “I have come.” 
 

�Why did He make contact?  

♦ He came because of sin. In the midst of all that is glorious and 

beautiful about Christmas, we must remember that sin is the 

reason for Christmas. �Luke 5:32; 19:10  

♦ He came to bring truth. �John 18:37  

♦ He came to bring life in all its fullness. �John 10:10   

♦ He came because of love. �1 John 4:9  

♦ He came so that we could come to Him. �John 6:37
